Beginning 2010, the No Kill Mis-

sion will be its own òentityó.  The 

mission and òoperationó of No 

Kill Mission will not change.  The 

goal of saving every adoptable 

animal will still be our first and 

foremost  priority. 

 What has changed is that the 

No Kill Mission will no longer be 

a òdivisionó or òbranchó of the 

Shelby County Humane Society.   

This does not mean that Shelby 

County Humane Society no 

longer supports the No Kill Mis-

sion.   

It simply means that the Humane 

Society is going to focus on build-

ing a new spay/neuter clinic and 

adoption site to help decrease 

the unwanted litters that end up 

in the county shelter while pro-

viding an adoption site for ani-

mals.  After they accomplish this 

huge task, they will move full 

steam ahead to build their new 

animal sanctuary.  Both of these 

monumental tasks will directly 

impact the animals of Shelby 

County and the No Kill Mission! 

The No Kill Mission under the 

direction of Kelly Jedlicki will 

continue to work with Shelby 

County Humane Society under 

the direction of Barbara 

Zekausky to help all animals in 

Shelby County. 

The No Kill Mission will continue 

to work with Operation Catsnip 

of Kentucky, Inc under the direc-

The No Kill Mission holds a bi-

monthly spay/neuter clinic at the 

Shelby County Animal Shelter. 

This clinic is staffed by Dr Pollett 

and volunteers.  It is at these 

clinics, that all shelter animals are 

altered, and any sick/injured shel-

ter animal receives  medical 

care .  

In order to keep operating, the 

clinic depends on donations. 

The clinic is in desperate need of 

an autoclaveñbig or smallñused 

or new...it doesnõt matter. 

The clinic is also in need of tow-

els, sheets, heating discs/ pads, 

flea preventative, rubbing alcohol 

and betadine. 

Wire crates and carriers  are 

always needed for holding the 

animals while waiting for surgery 

or recovery.

241 dogs/puppies altered  

277 cats/kittens altered 

One leg amputation 

One toe amputation 

One tail amputation 

One eye removal 

Three tumor resections. 

 NKM paid for 89 SCAS 

dogs and 103 SCAS cats 

to be altered at SCHS & 

57 spays/neuters at Mid-

dletown Animal Clinic. 

Over 240  animals re-

ceived antibiotics for res-

piratory, skin and urinary 

tract infections. 

Thanks to many generous 

sponsors and donors, the No 

Kill Mission was able to start 

conducting spay/neuter clinics 

at the Shelby County Animal 

Shelter.  

We purchased towel packs, 28 

full surgical instrument packs, 

anesthesia masks and induction 

box, breathing tubes, anesthesia 

and emergency drugs as well as 

suture, skin glue, skin stapler, 

antibiotics, blades, gauze, sy-

ringes/needles,  surgical scrub 

and sterilization packs. The 

NKM pays all vetting costs & 

continues to fully stock the op-

erating suite for clinic. 

Since the òofficialó opening of  

9 dogs were treated success-

fully for heartworms. 

59 dogs/cats were treated for 

skin conditionsñringworm, 

demodex, fungal infection, ab-

scesses 

X-rays and orthopedic proce-

dures were done on 6 dogs and 

2 cats/kittens. 

 6- Emergency abdominal sur-

geries. 

These are animals that have 

been treated and have been 

adoptedé..thankfully they 

were in Shelby County where 

adoptable does exclude those 

with injury or treatable illness.
