No Kill Mission: Not Just Dogs and Cats

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Every day animals are brought to shelters across America. They are surrendered for lots of different reasons. 

No time, no money, landlords or a host of others. This plague is not only for the dogs and cats of the world. 

Rabbits, pet rats, ferrets, hamsters, reptiles and birds are all abandoned or left at shelter to face an uncertain 

future. 

 

Rabbits are one of the most common òotheró animal surrendered to the shelter. Rabbit are generally bought as 

pets for small children during the spring months. For this reason many rabbit breeders plan for a large quantity 

of babies to be ready around Easter. At first rabbits are seen like small, furry and delicate creatures and can be 

kept in a box or small cage. It is soon realized that after some time the rabbit will grow out of its cage and 

need more room to run and play. Being a larger rabbit, there are also larger needs for care. Bedding must be 

kept clean as not every rabbit can be litter trained. Rabbits also chew excessively due to the fact that their 

teeth continue to grow all throughout their lives. 

 

Rabbits can live 9-12 years thus requiring a long term commitment to its care. Most small children are not 

adapt to handle this kind of commitment. After a short blissful period, interest is lost and the pet rabbit falls 

victim to loneliness and may find its way into a crowded shelter with slim chances at a full life. 

 

If you are still intent on adopting one of these precious creatures, please do not got to a pet store or answer 

an ad in the paper or on the internet. Baby rabbits are not babies long and generally take more time to tame 

and handle. Please check with your local shelter or visit www.petfinder.com  and you will see there are thou-

sands of furry friends waiting for you to adopt them. 

 

Remember to have your new pet rabbit spayed or neutered. It is recommended to have your rabbit neutered 

between the ages of 3½ to 6 months. This is for several reasons. First, Hormones may cause unaltered males 

and females to òmark territoryó by spraying urine. Hormones also play a role in the urge to burrow and chew. 

A spayed female rabbit will chew less with time. Spaying and neutering also greatly improves litter box hab-

its. Altering can also reduce aggressive behavior.
